What is Ordinary Time? 
The rhythm of the liturgical seasons reflects the rhythm of life — with 

its celebrations of anniversaries and its seasons of quiet growth and 

maturing.  

Ordinary Time, meaning ordered or numbered time, is celebrated in 

two segments: from the Monday following the Baptism of Our Lord up 

to Ash Wednesday; and from Pentecost to the First Sunday of Advent. 

This makes it the largest season of the Liturgical Year.  

The color of this season is green, reflecting hope and growth. This 

time is one where we meditate upon the whole mystery of Christ – His 

life, miracles and teachings – in the light of his Resurrection.  

As we live, we often face more challenges than celebrations, and so, 

the liturgical calendar reminds us that we must descend the great 

mountain peaks of Easter and Christmas in order to "pasture" in the 

vast verdant meadows of tempus per annum, or Ordinary Time.  
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
